Startup India is a flagship initiative launched by
the Government of India on 16th January, 2016
to build a strong eco-system for nurturing innova-
tion and startups in the country which will drive
economic growth and generate large scale em-
ployment opportunities.

On the ninth anniversary of the Startup India
mission, Union Minister Piyush Goyal highlighted
its significant contribution to India’'s economic
growth.

Initiatives like the BHASKAR platform connect
startups with mentorship, financial tools, and col-
laboration opportunities nationwide.

India is the third-largest startup ecosystem glob-
ally, with 1,59,157 startups as of January 15,
2025, and 17.2 lakh direct jobs created.

The startup ecosystem has received a total fund-
ing of %13 trillion and achieved 76 IPOs in 2024.
The Startup Mahakumbh event, scheduled for
April 2025, will feature participation from 2,500
startups.

The PRABHAAV Factbook, launched by DPIIT,
showcases the growth of India’s startup ecosys-
tem from 2016 to 2024.

According to RBI, Rs 2 lakh is the minimum
amount to be remitted through Real Time Gross
Settlement (RTGS).

India is projected to maintain a growth rate of
6.7% for FY26 and FY27, as per the World
Bank’s Global Economic Prospects (GEP) report.
India is the fastest-growing major economy, out-
pacing the global growth projection of 2.7% for
FY26.

India’s growth is attributed to a thriving services
sector and a revitalized manufacturing base,
supported by transformative government initia-
tives.

Key government initiatives include PM GatiShakti
National Master Plan, Startup India, and the Pro-
duction Linked Incentive Scheme.

The International Monetary Fund (IMF) forecasts
India’s growth rate at 6.5% for 2025 and 2026.
Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla has inaugurated
the 85th All India Presiding Officers’ Conference
(AIPOC) in Patna, Bihar, on January 20, 2025.
The conference has spanned two days and has
focused on the theme: “75th Anniversary of Con-
stitution: Contribution of Parliament and State
Legislative Bodies in Strengthening Constitution-
al Values.”

This has marked the third time the AIPOC has
been held in Bihar.

During the conference, Om Birla has released
the 8th edition of Practice and Procedure of Par-
liament, a reference book on parliamentary prac-
tices.
